Many of us were in attendance at the Goethe
Institut for Saul Lilienstein's comprehensive view of
Wagner's musical development (Re-discovering Richard
Wagner Through His Music) in March of 2011 — soon
to be made available in a boxed set of CDs. This year
Lilienstein returns to the Institut with a carefully focused
study of Die Meistersinger von Nurnberg - for many opera

to the stage, to orchestration, leit-motifs, development of  lovers, the greatest work in the repertoire.
